· Child’s Aran pullover – Sat Feb 13, 27, Mar 13, 27, 1-4 pm.   $65.   
This Yankee Knitter pattern will give you a good foundation for Aran knitting.

· Cable hat – Thurs Feb 11, 18, 11–1 pm.   $35
Yes, you CAN!  Learn circular needle basics & become cable savvy while working your way 
to a double pointed needle finish---with perfect decreases!


· Finishing – Sun  Feb 28 10-12 or Fri Feb 26 11-1 pm 
Learn finishing ‘techniques’ such as 3-needle bind off, picking up stitches, seaming, blocking, 
and more.  Class homework.


· Magic Loop – Sat Feb 20, 1-4 pm.   $45   …nearly full!
Move to the next level and learn to knit a mitten on one circular needle.  Eliminate ladders 
between the needles and, in fact, eliminate all those extra needles.  Once you’ve got the hang 
of it you will be able to knit mittens, socks, and much more on the same needle.

· Mittens – Sun, Jan 31 & Feb 14, 10:00-Noon.   $45 
Traditional mittens on double pointed needles.  A simple pattern + beautiful yarn = a warm 
pair of mittens perfect for winter walks!  …nearly full!

· Short Rows – Fri Feb 26, 11-1 pm or Thurs Mar 11, 11-1 pm.   $35
This class will help you through the pattern instruction that reads, ‘wrap & turn’.  Short rows 
are used for shaping and we are seeing more and more patterns that ask knitters to use this method. (Ask to see our favorite short row scarf —you’ll be all set to breeze through it after this class)

· Socks on 4 dp needles – Sun Mar 7, 14 10-12 noon.   $55
Learn in easy steps to knit a sock using the traditional double pointed needle (that’s 3 + 1) 
method.  You’ll learn sock anatomy plus the tips & tricks needed to knit each part.  Warning:  
socks are addictive!
